The Oakland Yellowjackets Bicycling Club would like to invite you to join us for our annual
Monterey Ride. This is not a race but a ride for cyclist of moderate to advance riding abilities.

Saturday night you will be treated to a banquet dinner, before returning to your rooms for a much-
needed rest. The festivities end the next morning with a full breakfast, bag lunch and a bus ride
back to Pacifica.

ROUTES:

1. The 120 mile ride starts in Pacifica, ride across Devil’s Slide, along the scenic coastline to
Santa Cruz where lunch awaits you, continuing on Highway 1 ending at Washington Park in
Pacific Grove, where you will be met with cheers and applause as you finish the ride. Sag
support will be available if needed.

2. The 87 mile ride starts in scenic Pescadero, ride to Santa Cruz where lunch awaits you,
continuing on Highway 1 ending at Washington Park in finish the ride. Sag support will be
available if needed.

GENERAL INFORMATION ON RIDE
Accommodations: 800 Asilomar Blvd., Pacific Grove, (831) 377-8016

Pre-ride goodies: There will be a selection of muffins, fruit and juice.
Rest Stops: There will be three rest stops on the ride.
Lunch: Will be provided in Santa Cruz.

Dinner & Breakfast:  Asilomar will provide dinner Saturday & full breakfast Sunday.
Transportation back: We will provide transportation back to Pacifica and Lake Merritt to
anyone who selects the complete package.



LOCATION

Ride starts from Pacifica at the Pacific Manor Parking Lot at 7:00am prompt. People in need of
transportation to Pacifica, meet at Fairyland entrance at Lake Merritt 5:15am. All Pescadero
riders will be transported from Pacifica to Pescadero, leaving at 7:00am. Note: There is no
overnight parking at the Lake Merritt or Pescadero.

Directions to Lake:

FROM I-80 (westbound): Take 27th/West Grand exit, left at light, left on W.Grand, right at light
(Bellevue) entrance to parking lot.

FROM 1-580 (westbound): Take Lake Shore exit, left on Grand, left on Bellevue entrance to
Fairyland parking lot.

Directions to Pacifica:

Take |-80 across the Bay Bridge to San Francisco. |-101 South to 1-280 South. 1-280 South to
Hwy 1 South. Hwy 1 to Pacifica, exit at Palmatto St. Meet at Pacific Manor shopping center
parking lot.

INSPECTION

Each rider is responsible for having his/her bicycle inspected prior to the ride. It is also
recommended that each cyclist carry a spare tube, tire irons, two water bottles (preferably a
Camelback™ or similar) energy food (sports bars, raisins, nuts, etc.) and at least $5.00 pocket
money.

HELMETS ARE REQUIRED!!!
NO ONE WILL BE PERMITTED TO RIDE WITHOUT A HELMET

We ride close to the right edge of the road.
We ride single file, particularly when traffic is present.
We signal our turns and point out road hazard to other cyclists.
